Chesser-Williams House
Rooms 201 and 202 

Description Notes

Room 201

· Double-hung windows, 6 over 6 on south wall and 9 over 6 on east and west walls
· Windows have no trim, and two are boarded over

· One door, 2 feet, 8.5 inches wide, connects this room to room 202

· Door has trim (1 inch thick) on left side, no trim on right side (opening of door sits one inch from wall)

· Quarter-turn stair along part of the north wall and a small portion of the west wall 
· Stair railing (2 inches in thickness) separates floor of room from stair area

· Wood is not hand-planed, indicating that it was probably finished later than the rest of the house, but cut nails were used, indicating that the second floor was finished before the 1890’s 
· No evidence of paint or wallpaper 

· Room contains minimal furnishings, including a vintage wardrobe that appears to have been made from a refrigerator box

· No evidence of a fireplace

· Electrical wiring is very basic and evident

Room 202

· Extremely low lighting conditions make this room difficult to observe

· Floor in the north-western corner of room is collapsing, rendering exact measurement of the north and west walls impossible

· Ceiling is also collapsing (one student was able to observe interior of roof structure through the ceiling in this room)

· Double-hung windows, all appear to have been 9 over 6, on north, east and west walls 
· Windows have no trim, and all are boarded over
· One door, 2 feet, 8.5 inches wide, connects this room to room 201

· Door has trim (1 inch thick) on right side, no trim on left side (opening of door sits 1 inch from wall)

· Wood is not hand-planed, indicating that it was probably finished later than the rest of the house, but cut nails were used, indicating that the second floor was finished before the 1890’s 
· No evidence of paint or wallpaper

· Room contains some scrap lumber and window parts

· No evidence of a fireplace
